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Legal responsibility as a psychosemiotical characteristic of legal relations
Legal liability is inherent in all relationships; it is based on the psychological aspects 

of social actors and has a semiotic (symbolic) nature. 
Stressing the psychological component of legal responsibility, it is worth noting that 

the most important feature of it must to be a psychological mechanism of regulation of so-
cial behaviour within the social subject of legal relations. Legal liability is a factor that 
unites all human mental functions – the subjective perception of legal reality, assessment of 
their own vital resources, emotional attitude to the proper and existence law. 
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
